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Section A. Pur pose and Scope

Thi s I NSTRUCTI ON provi des general information about transportation of househol d
goods and personal effects, both donestic and foreign, of nmenbers of the Public
Heal th Service (PHS) Comm ssioned Corps when noving at Government expense on
Governnment bills of lading. It provides for the establishment of household
goods shipping officers within PHS.

These provisions are applicable to designated PHS shipping officers at
headquarters and field installations who arrange for transportation of
househol d goods and personal effects bel ongi ng to conm ssioned officers. These
I NSTRUCTI ONs al so provide general guidance to administrative personnel in
agenci es ot her than PHS who wi I | handl e shi pments for PHS comi ssi oned officers
detailed to their agencies, and to comn ssi oned of fi cers who nust act as their
own shi pping officer.
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Section B. Authority

The basic authorities for the transportation allowances described in this
subchapter are contained in 37 U. S. Code, Section 406. The Joint Federal Trave

Regul ations (JFTR), Volune 1, Chapter 5, provides the authority for nmenbers of the
uni formed services to transport househol d goods and personal effects at Governnment
expense, within the framework of decisions of the General Accounting Ofice (GAO .
The I NSTRUCTI ONs contained in this subchapter are intended to supplenent the JFTR
and provi de gui dance not found in the JFTR. I n cases where the provisions of this
subchapter are contrary to the provisions of the JFTR, the latter shall be the
control ling docunent.

Section C. Definitions

For purposes of this INSTRUCTION, the terns defined in this section shall apply
t hroughout this subchapter, unl ess specifically defined differently in a particular
i nst ance.

1. Household Goods. This term is understood to include the term "personal
effects," and shall have the nmeaning given to "Househol d Goods" in Appendix A
of the JFTR. The JFTR definition includes a list of specific itens which may
not be consi dered househol d goods for the purposes of shipnment at Governnment
expense.

2. PHS Conponent. This identifies the PHS Agencies, staff offices and regiona
of fices, and the various installations within their respective jurisdictions.

3. Shipping Oficer. In the general sense, this is an individual within a PHS
conponent who i s responsi ble for maki ng arrangenents for the transportation of
the household goods of PHS comr ssioned officers. Where necessary, these
I NSTRUCTI ONs wi || specify a specific shipping officer to be used for certain
shi pnent s.

Section D. Responsibility

1. The Division of Comm ssioned Personnel (DCP), Ofice of the Surgeon General
coordi nati ng, when appropriate, with the PHS conponents and their respective
financi al managenent offices, shall

a. Devel op, prescribe, and issue PHS traffic nmmnagenent policies and
procedures for the transportati on of househol d goods and personal effects
for menbers of the PHS Conm ssioned Corps when noving at Governnent
expense;

b. Interpret applicable transportation directives and instructions of the
JFTR, GAO, and transportation regul atory agencies; and

c. Provi de staff assistance in the area of transportation, as necessary.
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2. The PHS conmponent financi al managenment offices and fiel d accounting points wll
be responsible for auditing carriers' bills of lading for transportation
charges to assure that paynment of charges by PHS are limted to authorized
al  owances and entitlenents.

3. The Personnel Services Branch, DCP, is responsible for providinginterpretation
of entitlenments within the JFTRin situations requiring explanation beyond the
know edge of |ocal personnel or adm nistrative offices.

4. The Transactions and Applications Branch, DCP, is responsible for:

a. | ssuance of personnel orders directing a pernanent change of station which
provi des:

(1) Entitlenment to shipnent and/or |ocal drayage of househol d goods, if
appropri ate;

(2) Appropriate fiscal information;

(3) Points between which transportation is authorized, thus establishing
maxi mum di st ance goods may be shi pped at Government expense; and

(4) Entitlenment to additional tenporary storage or nontenporary storage
when i ndi cat ed.

b. Directing affected officers on pernmanent change of station to the
appropriate shipping officer; and

c. Furni shing informative material and necessary forns related to shipnent
of househol d goods to nenbers of the comi ssi oned corps upon being called
to duty.

5. The PHS conmponents will be responsible for inplenmenting the househol d goods

shi pment programwithin their respective areas. As a matter of general policy,
each maj or PHS install ation, outside the Washi ngton, D.C. area, havi ng shi pping
capabilities will provide household goods shipping service for other PHS
activities located in the same general vicinity, regardless of conponent
affiliation. This may consist of:

a. Provi ding for a shipping officer within the headquarters;

b. Requiring the assunption of househol d goods shipnment responsibility at
i nstall ati ons having exi sting capabilities for the shipment of Governnent
property;

c. Arrangi ng for another PHS conponent to provide shipping services;

d. Any conbi nati on of the above;
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6. Oficers in charge of PHS field installations shall

a.

Be responsi bl e for overall inplenentation of the househol d goods shi pnent
program at their stations; and

Establish a central shipping office for househol d goods shi pnents. This
responsibility, if possible, will be assigned to a shipping officer who
otherwise is responsible for shipping Governnent property. Thi s
responsibility will not be reassigned except at |arge installations where
the vol ume of househol d goods shipnents warrants the designation of a
separate shipping officer for that purpose.

7. Upon receipt of formPHS-4013-1, "Application for Shipment of Househol d Goods"

Sel ecting the mode of transport and carrier (unless the owner of the goods
requests a specific carrier within the selected nmode) that will provide
the required service at the npbst economcal cost overall to the
Gover nnent ;

Preparing Governnment bills of lading (see |INSTRUCTION 4, CC24.6,
"Governnent Bills of Lading"), conpleting form PHS-1672, "Authorization
for Storage of Househol d Goods - Tenporary-Nont enporary” (see | NSTRUCTI ON
7, CC24.6, "Nontenporary Storage"), and related docunments to facilitate
shi pnent s;

I nsuring that Governnent bills of lading are issued only for officia
purposes on the basis of official orders that authorize transportation at
Gover nment expense, and that appropriate records are nmintained of such
i ssuance;

Avoi di ng di scrimnation or undue preference or advantage in sel ection of
carrier agents. (To the best of their ability, shipping officers shal
make equitable distribution of household goods shipnments anmong carrier
agents used who provide high-quality service at the | owest overall cost
to the Governnent.) This provision does not preclude the avoi dance of
certain carrier agents who have denonstrated that they cannot or will not
provi de satisfactory service;

Determining that carriers used have adequate facilities at origin and
destination to service shipnment satisfactorily;

Utilizing the services of a sufficient nunber of qualified carriers to
provi de reasonabl e assurance of adequate capability, availability, and
servi ce during peak shipping periods;
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Determning that carriers used for domestic shipments are parties to
househol d goods MIlitary Rate Tenders and reference to such tenders is
not ed appropriately on Government bills of |ading;

Arrangi ng, when necessary, with the State Departnent Di spatch Agents for
transportati on of househol d goods and personal effects to points outside
the continental United States;

Securing confirmation, in witing, of the charges to apply or applicable
tariff on shipments fromthe continental United States to overseas points,
including Alaska and Hawaii, from the carrier who will provide the
required service at the | owest overall cost to the Governnent. A copy of
such confirmation shoul d be attached to the portion of the Governnent bil
of lading forwarded to the accounting point responsible for paynment of
char ges;

Requesting destinati on shi pping of ficers, when appropriate, to arrange for
rewei ghing shipments upon arrival at destination. (Origin shipping
officers my make such requests occasionally to insure against
irregularities, or upon well founded requests by property owners.) \Wen

the wei ght at destination is |less than the wei ght recorded on the bill of
lading at origin, the destination shipping officer will advise the
appropriate accounting point to ensure that carrier's billing is based on

the | ower of the two weights. The origin shipping officer should al so be
advised so that appropriate notation can be made on the copy of the
Government bill of |ading;

Mai ntai ning quality control information on household goods shipnments by
use of formPHS-4086, "Carrier's Performance Report" (Exhibit Il1). These
forms shoul d be revi ewed and di scussed wi th individual carrier agents when
performance and service need to be inproved or when a carrier agent is
deleted fromthe roster of agents to be used;

Det erm ni ng the amount of excess costs to be collected froma nenber of
the commi ssioned corps and collecting such costs prior to the menber's
departure from his/her duty station if appropriate (see |NSTRUCTION 8,
Subchapt er CC24.6, "Excess Costs of the Shipnment of Household Goods and
Personal Effects").

Referring questions related to entitlenents or interpretation of the JFTR
for which answers cannot be obtained fromlocal adm nistrative or finance
of fi ces, through the appropriate Agency Comm ssi oned Corps Liaison, tothe
PHS/ M litary Advisory Panel Menber, Per Diem Travel and Transportation
Committee, located in DCP, Room 4-35, Parklawn Building, Rockville,
Maryl and 20857;

Resol ving, to the extent possible, difficultiesrelatingtotransportation
in connection with shipments arriving at their stations. 1In the event a
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speci fic transportation problem cannot be resolved by the destination
shipping officer, it will be referred to the shipping officer at the
station where shipnent originated;

0. Mai ntai ning |liaison with other shipping officers within PHS on natters
concerni ng mut ual probl ens, transportationrates, and ot her transportation
information relating to the novenent of househol d goods;

p. Referring questions of policy and procedure not covered by official
instructions in the Conm ssioned Corps Personnel Manual (CCPM, or
requests for interpretation of CCPM instructions, through appropriate
channels, to the Shipping Oficer, Division of Technical Services/OD,
National Institutes of Health, Room B1C02, Building 31, 9000 Rockville
Pi ke, Bethesda, Maryland 20892.

Inadditiontothe responsibilities enunmerated herein, shipping officers should
acquire a working know edge of the JFTR and the HHS Voucher Audit Mnual
i nsofar as they pertain to the transportati on of househol d goods and personal
ef fects.
