The readiness subcommittee was able to obtain the readiness status report for HSOs for the quarter ending June 30, 2014, from DCCPR.  Using the roster list of PAs in the commissioned Corps and comparing it to the HSO readiness status report, we were able to determine the readiness data for PAs.  There are approximately 173 PAs in the corps, and approximately 9 of the PAs were listed as Exempt for readiness because they were in the corps less than one year.  Out of the remaining 164 PAs, 157 were Basic Ready and 7 PAs were Not Qualified.  This means 96% of PAs were Basic Ready, which equals the same percentage of readiness as the quarter ending March 31, 2014.  The reasons for Not Qualified included the following: missing medical exam, license, BLS, fitness test, and Hep A vaccine.  The 7 PAs who were Not Qualified will be contacted by the readiness subcommittee members.

There was a Federal Bureau of Prisons Update breakout session that occurred at the 2014 USPHS Scientific and Training Symposium in Raleigh, NC, on June 11, 2014.  Speakers for this session included RADM Newton Kendig, the Medical Director for the BOP and Chiefs for various disciplines including Pharmacy, Nursing, Social Worker, Dietitian, Dental, Therapy, and Mid-Level Provider Advisory Board.  CAPT Durgin, the BOP Liaison Officer, provided statistics of PHS officers assigned to the BOP.  From his data it is documented there are approximately 876 PHS officers working in the BOP.  Out of 876, there are 195 who are in the Health Services Officer (HSO) category.  Out of the 195 HSOs, there are 57 physician assistants.  FCC Butner, located close to Raleigh, NC, has the largest number of BOP PHS officers with 146.
