· Specialty Pay
· I will begin looking in detail into the issue of specialty pay in addition to the specialty pay that is received for officers that have their board certification from the American Board of Professional Psychology.  CDR Nicole Frazer has been working on this issue as PAC chair and reported to me in an email the following:  
· The good news is that the Compensation Policy Advisory Board is finalizing a specialty pay policy but the bad news is that there has been no date for when this specialty policy will be implemented.  At the very least, the issue of specialty pay will not be considered until after the migration of pay and certain essential personnel functions to the US Coast Guard (USCG) and the Direct Access (DA) system on January 1, 2016.
· Behavioral Health Category
· One of our officers asked about the rumors of the addition of a new behavioral health category and if it's something to advocate for.  The category would be big enough to be similarly sized to EHO, Scientists and Engineers.  I discussed this question with CDR Corso and it will be an agenda item for the Executive Staff to investigate and obtain more information.  
· MOA with the Veteran’s Administration
· I spent time talking with RedDOG regarding this issue of officers working with the VA.  While there is not an MOA in place, it is possible for USPHS officers to work in the VA.  However, the requirements are rather onerous and not likely to be met.  For example, the first requirement is that an agency that sponsors USPHS officers has to agree to have an officer occupy a billet at their agency, and then allow that officer to work for the VA because it is mutually beneficial to their organization.  Finding an agency that would be willing to have you occupy a billet at their agency and then allow you to work at the VA is not likely.  So, until the VA decides to enter into a formal MOA with the USPHS the possibility of officers working for the VA is unlikely.
