7. Report from Category Liaisons
· HSO Category: CDR Robin Lewis (robin.lewis@med.navy.mil)
· Selections have been made for senior and junior HSO of the year.  Non-selectees have not yet been notified once they have been, the awardees will be announced.
· Please consider publishing an article in the HSO weekly newsletter.  Great way to get some visibility.
· Surgeon General nomination is on hold.  No new information.  
· Changes to take place in June 2015 on the APFT.  The Presidents Challenge will no longer be an option and the sit-ups will likely be replaced by the plank.

· Scientist Category: CDR Anne Dobmeyer (Anne.C.Dobmeyer.mil@health.mil)
· The Scientist Category recruitment window will be late April to early May 2014.  Applicants need to submit their packets to DCCPR recruiting during this window. 
· There is a DCCPR workgroup to improve the Annual Physical Fitness Test (APFT).  Goal is to improve the APFT to reflect current public health science and to function as a readiness measure for the Corps.  The WG is considering eliminating the Presidents’ Challenge option; and introducing lower impact options, scaled scoring, and options for officers in isolated billets.  Do not contact DCCPR directly about the APFT; if you have thoughts to share send up through your category (CDR Frazer for Scientists)
· Registration is open for the 2014 USPHS Scientific and Training Symposium. Last day for early registration (lower fees) is 11 Apr 14.
· DoD/PHS MH MOA:  Status of MOA developments was summarized.  Program will not end in 2018 as previously planned; MOA will be re-signed and will continue on in different form (“right-sized”).  28 (of 157) officers were notified that their billets would be downgraded and 17 positions deleted.  (For Scientists:  7 billet downgrades; 3 billets deleted).  These changes will be effective in 1 year.

· Readiness:  88% of Scientists met Basic Readiness standards (highest of all categories).  Goal is 100%.  Most common reason was expired BLS.  Reminder:  Fax in copy of BLS to eOPF and manually enter information into DirectAccess.
