· Last meeting was 1 August.  Next meeting 3 October.
· Encouraged all HSOs to look at promotion trend reports on HSO website.
· Number of officers eligible for promotion to O-5/O-6 is the highest it has ever been.  Percentages of those being promoted continues to decrease (significantly).  
· In 2013 17% of new Active Duty HSO were Psychologist.  The number of AD psychologist continues to grow - which given the relatively short period of time it takes to put on LCDR and then be up for CDR can cause a significant bottle neck in promotion.  It also makes higher level positions more competitive.  Good problem to deal with - but something to be aware of as a community.

· If you did not get promoted last time, check “confidential documents” section of your eOPF to see if you have a DCCPR memo detailing why you did not get promoted (e.g., readiness, etc.). 
· If you are up for permanent grade promotions make sure that you have submitted your yearly self-report medical form (DD Form 2807-1)
